Revell 1:48 B-1A 4th "White Scheme" 

Revell 1:48 B-1B kit

 This is my 3rd 1:48 B-1 and I introduce one of them on ARC.

I'd like to give this kit the best grade with Tamiya 1:32 F-15E since plamodel has appeared considering its huge size, price and its quality. Of course there are some omission and poor detail, but I think they are just for relatively cheep price compared with contents. With there are many review and instruction, I'll shorten.

B-1A? or B-1B?

 I've built early B-1B with the dark scheme of the early B-1B. So I had a thought to avoid that scheme in this time. That's the overall white of B-1A.  

 Because the kit reproduce the early B-1B, it follows some conversions and resin set to make current B-1B such as many antennas which are omitted in the kit and decisively, non-feather nozzle set(this resin kit is hard to seek and purchase in my country. So it needs many time and cost, efforts to buy conversion set). Also it has many difference from B-1A such as panel line, shape of overwing fairing, and tailcone. In any case, The perfect B-1A or B-1B can not be made without conversions. Thus I decided to make the white B-1A 4th. 

 Practically, B-1A 4th is added many conversions and experiments even though B-1A project was cancelled at that time. So detail and shape of B-1A 4th is near to B-1B at late-1970s, for example, blunt tailcone.  

Construction& Paint& Marking

 I built straight without any conversion. I just added nose antenna and thin nose boom because of its conspicuous position. Therefore my B-1A is not real B-1A. But I made every effort to reproduce exact marking, light blue SAC stripe of nose, aircraft number 60174, and red and white circle on the engine nacelle etc. During painting, I had to have the "war against White". B-1A has almost white except black dielectric panel of wing glove and tail. I used a can spray of almost painting, it consumed as much as 8 white can spray. I tried to make clean, and simple without any weathering. And I invested many time to make weapon bay's accurate painting. 

Conclusion

 In conclusion, just only "scheme" corresponds to the B-1A 4th, As it were B-1B putting a mask of B-1A. I expect to see you next time with "real" B-1A converted correctly. I'm building another B-1A now...
